Abnormalities
•	 Narrow palatal  

dental arch

•	 Crowded/ 
crooked teeth

•	 Teeth grinding

•	 Crossbite

•	 TMJ dysfunction

•	 Bony growths in  
the oral cavity

•	 Nasal resistance  
and obstruction

•	 Swollen tonsils/
adenoids

•	 Dry mouth

•	 Improper tongue 
position
